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FINANCE

NON-CASH DONATIONS

Sherris Harrell and Eleaner Fitzgerald recently attended a Church Financial Tax and
Law Conference in Portland and gained the following information concerning
non-cash gifts.

A number of you purchase items for the church (photo developing, paper products,
coffee, maintenance items, etc.) and present the receipt to Ellie, our Finance Secre-
tary. You indicate that you do not want to be reimbursed but want credit on your
contribution statement. She, in the past, has included this amount on your
statement. However, at the conference, we were informed that IRS only recognizes
contributions by cash, check, credit card, or stock on contribution statements.

The proper way to handle non-cash donations is:

1) Present your receipt to Finance for reimbursement

2) Finance issues you a check and charges the appropriate
budget line.

3) You cash the check

4) You issue a check in like amount to TUMC.

5) Note that you should issue a new check rather than endorse
your reimbursement check back to TUMC.

This gives you proper documentation for your contribution and the true cost of
operating the church now shows in the proper area on our financial statements.
If you have questions concerning this, feel free to talk to one of the Finance
Committee members.

CURRENT FINANCIAL STATUS

Expenses paid through the end of June totaled $89,393 compared to a budgeted
amount of $91,055. However, income for the same period is another story.

We received $86,988 compared to a budget amount of $90,152. The result is that
our expenses exceeded income by $2,405 for the first half of the year.
