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Margaret Wheatley is an author in the “business world”. She has written some
pivotal books concerning leadership and relationships. She has turned some pre-
vious assumptions on their heads, much to my delight, | must say.

In her book, “Turning to One Another” the subtitle is quite telling. The subtitle
reads: “simple conversations to restore hope to the future”. | am all for restoring
hope to the future, how about you?? Now, just in case you are running for the
other room because you believe that her suggestions will involve quantum
physics or some calculus figuring, take a deep breath and relax.

Here is what she says:

“I believe we can change the world if we start listening to one another again; simple,
honest, human conversation. Not mediation, negotiation, problem-solving, debate, or
public meetings. Simple, truthful conversation where we each have a chance to speak,
we each feel heard, and we each listen well.

What would it feel like to be listening to each other again about what disturbs and
troubles us? About what gives us energy and hope? About our yearnings, our fears, our
prayers, our children?

| wonder if you believe, as | do, that this world needs changing. Here is an invitation to
notice what’s going on, to clarify your thoughts and experience, and to begin speaking
with those around you. What do you see? What are you experiencing in your life and
the lives of those you care about? What do you wish were different?

If we can sit together and talk about what’s important to us, we begin to come alive.
Have you noticed that today we are more fragmented and isolated from one another
than ever before? We move at frantic speed, spinning out into greater isolation.

We seek consolation in things rather than in people. What can we do to turn to one
another??

The simplest way to begin finding each other again is to start talking about what we
care about. Conversation takes time. We need to find the time to sit together and talk.

That is the beginning of restoring hope to the future.”
